The etemal light that hangs above the ark in every
synagogue, altar lamps in churches, and light symbols associated with Egyptian, Babylonian, Druij,
and Norse gods corrobomtes to the widespread beliefin the divine light as the image ofone, incotporeal,
Supreme Being.

The literal meaning ofthe word Shiva is benefactor or one who does well to all. Supreme Soul Shiva
brings benefit to all souls by pedorming the divine flurctions ofcreating and sustaining a new pure
world and destroying all vices and evil from the old impure worrd, i.e., He jives liberation and sarvation
to all humanbeings.

The tme fasting (upvaas) on Shivaratri is that we abstain from vicious thoughts and stay in Hjs
Company. The true Jagran or awakening means to awaken from the sluurber of spiritual ignorance and
to protect the self ftom the evil influence olvices such as lust, arger, greed, cgo alld attachnent.
